Description
The java.lang.Character.isDigitcharch determines if the specified character is a digit.

A character is a digit if its general category type, provided by Character.getTypech, is
DECIMAL_DIGIT_NUMBER.

Some Unicode character ranges that contain digits:

'\u0030' through '\u0039', ISO-LATIN-1 digits ′0 ′through ′9 ′

'\u0660' through '\u0669', Arabic-Indic digits

'\u06F0' through '\u06F9', Extended Arabic-Indic digits

'\u0966' through '\u096F', Devanagari digits

'\uFF10' through '\uFF19', Fullwidth digits

Many other character ranges contain digits as well.

Declaration
Following is the declaration for java.lang.Character.isDigit method

public static boolean isDigit(char ch)

Parameters
ch - the character to be tested

Return Value
This method returns true if the character is a digit, false otherwise.
