The java.lang.Character.isUnicodeldentifierPartcharch determines if the specified character
may be part of a Unicode identifier as other than the first character.

A character may be part of a Unicode identifier if and only if one of the following statements is
true:

e itisa letter

e itisa connecting punctuation character [suchas' |

e itisa digit

e itis a numeric letter suchasaRomannumeralcharacter

e itisa combining mark

e itis a non-spacing mark

¢ isldentifierlgnorable returns true for this character.
Declaration

Following is the declaration for java.lang.Character.isUnicodeldentifierPart method

public static boolean isUnicodeIdentifierPart(char ch)

Parameters

e ch - the character to be tested

Return Value

This method returns true if the character may be part of a Unicode identifier, false otherwise.
