JAVA.LANG.CHARACTER.TOLOWERCASE METHOD

Description

The java.lang.Character.toLowerCaseintcodePoint converts the character Unicodecodepoint
argument to lowercase using case mapping information from the UnicodeData file.

Note that Character.isLowerCaseCharacter. toLowerCase(codePoint) does not always return true for some
ranges of characters, particularly those that are symbols or ideographs.

Declaration

Following is the declaration for java.lang.Character.toLowerCase method

public static int toLowerCase(int codePoint)

Parameters

e codePoint - the character Unicodecodepoint to be converted

Return Value

This method returns the lowercase equivalent of the character Unicodecodepoint, if any; otherwise,
the character itself.

The following example shows the usage of lang.Character.toLowerCase method.
