The java.lang.Double.isNan method returns true if this Double value is a Not-a-Number NaN,
false otherwise.

public boolean isNaN()

This method returns true if the value represented by this object is NaN; false otherwise.

Double d1 = new Double(-1.0/0.0);
Double d2 = new Double(0.0/0.0);

// returns true if this Double value is a Not-a-Number (NaN)
System.out.println(dli + " = " + dil.isNaN());

// returns false for other cases
System.out.println(d2 + " = " + d2.isNaN());

}

NaN = true
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
