The java.lang.Integer.getintegerStringnm, Integerval method determines the integer value of the
system property with the specified name.The argument val is the default value. The default value

is returned if there is no property of the specified name, if the property does not have the correct
numeric format, or if the specified name is empty or null.

public static Integer getInteger(String nm, Integer val)

e val -- This is the default value.
