bitsetl.set(4);
bitsetl.set(5);

// assign values to bitset2
bitset2.set(2);
bitset2.set(4);
bitset2.set(6);
bitset2.set(8);
bitset2.set(10);

// print the sets
System.out.println("Bitsetl:" + bitsetl);
System.out.println("Bitset2:" + bitset2);

// perform andNot operation for the two bitsets
bitsetl.andNot(bitset2);
