The java.util.BitSet.clearintbitIndex method sets the bit specified by the index to false.

Declaration
Following is the declaration for java.util.BitSet.clear method

public void clear(int bitIndex)

Parameters
bitIndex -- the index of the bit to be cleared.

Return Value
This method does not return a value.

Exception
IndexOutOfBoundsException -- if the specified index is negative.

The following example shows the usage of java.util.BitSet.clear method.
