Parameters
coll -- The collection whose minimum element is to be determined.

Return Value
The method call returns the minimum element of the given collection, according to the natural
ordering of its elements.

Exception
ClassCastException -- This is thrown if the collection contains elements that are not
mutually comparable forexample, stringsandintegers.

NoSuchElementException -- This is thrown if the collection is empty.
