list.add("Chocolate");
list.add("10");

// print the list
System.out.println("LinkedList:" + list);

// remove the head of the list
list.remove();

// print the list
System.out.println("LinkedList:" + list);
}

LinkedList:[Hello, 2, Chocolate, 10]
linkedlist:[2. Chocolate. 101
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
