      String query2 = "ALTER TABLE employees DROP 
      COLUMN last_name";
      stmt.execute(query1);
      stmt.execute(query2);
      System.out.println("Address column added to the table 
      & last_name column removed from the table");
      String query3 = "drop table employees";

      System.out.println("Employees table removed");
