\p{ name } Matches any single character
in the Unicode general
category or named block
specified by name.

\P{ name } Matches any single character
that is not in the Unicode
general category or named
block specified by name.

\w Matches any word character. \w "R", "o", "m" and "1" in
"Room#1"

\W Matches any non-word
character.

\s Matches any white-space
character.

\d Matches any decimal digit. \d "4" in "4 = IV"
